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........... Make Your Own Degree

Graduation is definitely the most important milestone & turning point of one’s career. It
sets the platform for one’s lifelong growth. But graduating with a ‘Decent’ score is even
more important for securing a successful career onwards.

In this context, here are certain guidelines & tips for the students regarding how they can
make their own degree more rewarding which will eventually shape their choicest
dreams, rather than just passing the program with minimum criteria.

» CGPA: CGPA represents a precise summary of one’s overall performance in the
program. Some standard ranges of CGPA can be classified as below (based on
Industry-requirement):

7 9.0 & above - Excellent (Eligible everywhere, High packages generally)

j‘ 8.0 & above - Very Good (Required criteria for high package placements)
* 7.0 & above - Good (Minimum eligibility criteria of most of the placements)
T 6.0& above- Average (Only 6.5 & above is First Division)
5.0 & above - Below Average/ Poor (Not eligible for the job opportunities)
Lessthan 5- NFTE (Not Fit for Technical Education) .

» 3.2 Rule: Externa and Internal evaluation is divided in 3:2 proportion (60 marks
& 40 marks) for al the subjects, both theory and practical. So if one wishes to
increase his’her CGPA, then performing better in end semester examination will
have a higher impact on CGPA.

» 50% Thumb Rule: If astudent wants to save him/her self from leading to NFTE,
he/she must follow one ssimple rule — “Secure minimum 50% marks in each of
your External and Internal examinations”. i.e. minimum 30 marks in End Sem
(out of 60) and minimum 20 marks in Sessionals (out of 40), for both theory and
practical individually.

» Upgrade Your Grades. Each student, apart from their regular chances, gets at
least two more chances to upgrade his/her result, i.e. Re-examination and
ATKT/Summer Term. One should work seriously and take most benefit from
these additional chances.

Remember the 3:2 Rule and 50% Thumb Rule here as well.
